
USNA APPLICATION GUIDE 
 
United States Naval Academy (USNA) Midshipmen should inform their Chain of Command of their desire to 
attend SEAL Officer Assessment and Selection (SOAS) as their 1/C Summer Cruise and seek out current and 
former SEALs for mentorship.  
 
Midshipmen must submit package during their 2/C year. This package is for consideration to attend SOAS 
and for the subsequent final Selection Panel held annually in September.  
 
The application process for USNA midshipmen is administered by the senior SEAL at USNA and routed to the 
SEAL OCM. USNA service selection personnel notify midshipmen in the fall of their 1/C year as to final 
selection. The SEAL OCM and Detailer will follow-up with selectees with additional information.

1. NAVPERS Form 1210/9 - Office Data Card (ODC) 
2. Personal Statement  
3. Resume or Curriculum Vitae 

No specific format required. Include accurate contact information. 
4. No more than two (2) Letters of Reference (LOR) 
5. Midshipman Performance Record 
6. Official College Transcripts  

Do not mail transcripts to the OCM office. PDF copies are acceptable 
 
Submit all NSW package items via your Chain of Command as the following:

All other documents in single, numbered order PDF
